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VOLUNTEER AGREEMENT

1. The Foundation commissions and the Volunteer commits to perform for the Foundation the tasks connected to the organization of Poland Business Run, a charity event held by the Foundation on  3th September 2017 in  Warsaw. 
2.  The term of this agreement shall be ........................................................................................
3. The Volunteer’s contact person and coordinator in Warsaw 
shall be Jacek Brzeski.
4. The Volunteer commits to the following:
- To provide relevant service in the office of the Run and at the information points.
- To secure the route of the Run.
- To handle the deposit.
- To handle and secure the changeover zone.
- To secure the start line and the finishing line.
- To support the runners, especially by providing relevant service in the medal zone and at refreshment points.
- To provide technical support in actions taken by the organizer (the Foundation and persons designated by the Foundation).
- To undertake other tasks indicated by the organizer or the persons designated by the organizer.
5. The Foundation shall inform the Volunteer about their specific tasks no later than at the beginning of the Run. The Foundation may assign the Volunteer tasks other than previously agreed.
6. The Volunteer shall perform tasks on 3th September 2017, between 7.00 a.m. and 5.00 p.m. Additionally, the Volunteer is obliged to participate in an induction meeting which will be held before the Run (the exact date will be given by the Foundation). The Volunteer may also perform additional tasks during the term of the agreement.
7. The Volunteer states that their physical and mental health allow them to perform tasks bestowed on them.
8. The parties jointly agree that the work performed under this agreement has a voluntary character and the Volunteer is not entitled to consideration.
9. The Volunteer is obliged to keep secret all the information referring to the tasks performed.
10. During the term of this contract, the Volunteer is covered by accident insurance. 
11. The parties agree that the Foundation is not obliged to reimburse any costs the Volunteer may incur when performing this agreement, the travel and nutrition expenses in particular, to which the Volunteer hereby consents.
12. The Foundation commits to deliver to the Volunteer a certificate of participation in Poland Business Run voluntary service, no later than to 5th October 2017. 
13. The Volunteer grants the Foundation a free of charge and irrevocable right of publicity with regards to their participation in this voluntary action, without the need of asking the Volunteer’s approval for individual publications. This right of publicity includes  processing, editing, publishing and releasing the photographs and videos and their use in publications issued by the Foundation as well as the websites and social networks administered 
by the Foundation, for the purposes that are in line with the Foundation’s activity. 
14. The Volunteer gives their consent for their personal data acquired during this voluntary service to be stored and processed by the Foundation.  
15. To all matters not settled herein, the provisions of the Civil Code shall apply.
16. Any and all changes to this agreement shall be made in writing and signed by the parties,   or else shall be null and void.
